It was the
next step up from Mad Magazine and | got to recognize her cartoons, the way | recoganized Shary
Flenniken, who did Trots and Bonnie in the same publication.Since then, | have followed her work,
as best | could, and was happily surprised when she published her memoir of her time working as a
waitress through, or rather after art college Over Easy.| didn’t know there was more to tell, until she
came out with this latest, the second part of her story, of her time as a waitress, while she tried to
establish herself as a cartoonist. This wraps up her story nicely, and shows that the world of
restaurants, and easy drugs, and what happens to all the people in the first book.You don’t have to
have read the first book to understand what is going on, in fact it has been three years since the first
book came out, and | didn’t bother to reread it before | dived back into it, although, once | did finish
it, | went back to reread Over Easy again.If you have liked Mimi Pond in the past, if you have read
her other books, well, this is really nothing like them, although the humor is there.
