QuintelÃ¢Â€Â™s early drawings and sketches - as well as character development, descriptions of

the environments, examples of storyboards, and a Ã¢Â€ÂœHow to DrawÃ¢Â€Â• section for the

major characters. Especially insightful was the treatment of QuintelÃ¢Â€Â™s student films,

Ã¢Â€Âœ2 in the AM PMÃ¢Â€Â• and Ã¢Â€ÂœNaÃƒÂ¯ve Man from LollilandÃ¢Â€Â•, which were to

provide the initial designs for Mordecai, Benson, and Pops.The text of the book brings together

Quintel, storyboard artists, voice talent, and the creative directors for a running narrative on the

different topics. Artwork that is highlighted includes: Mordecai & Rigby, Benson, Pops, Skips,

Muscle Man, Starla, High Five Ghost, Margaret, CJ, Eileen, Thomas, family members, and many of

the minor characters seen over the past 5 years.Episodes like The Pilot, Eggscellent, The

Christmas Special, and Exit 9B are given in-depth treatment through the narrative and storyboards.
