Nonetheless, for those with an interest in the history of

one of the worldÃ¢Â€Â™s great cities, this book is brilliant.As its title indicates, Istanbul has been

through three main incarnations. Firstly, as Byzantium and its role as the capital of the eastern

Roman Empire, then as Constantinople (or even New Rome) from the fall of the empire in Rome

until 1453 when it became the capital of the Ottoman Empire. Its name was not changed from

Constantinople until 1923 after the fall of the Ottomans and the emergence of the modern Turkish

Republic.Regardless of its name, Istanbul is a city that reeks with history. Once a pagan city like the

rest of the Roman Empire, ConstantineÃ¢Â€Â™s self-named city swung to Christianity in the fourth

century. In the new millennium, it was touched by the crusades as Christian Europe tried to battle

back the rising faith of Islam. Today, of course, it is thoroughly Muslim as the modern republic walks

a fine line between faith and the secular state.Although Ã¢Â€ÂœIstanbulÃ¢Â€Â• is no easy read, to

the dedicated reader there will be many pleasures. This book is vast in scope with hidden gems.

Bettany Hughes has achieved something quite magnificent.
