These chapters are

fascinating and don't feel at all like history lessons. He takes us effortlessly into the times when

music permeated the air, both from pagan rituals and Jewish worship as well as everyday life lived

in the open. We learn why the Jewish music was unique and how it meant more than just a good

tune to get you in the mood to think about God. As the story continues through history we see the

development of music into what we are more familiar with today. I began thinking about the music

during Mass in a whole new way.
