he engaged with gusto in a controversy with the Jesuits, which gave rise to his Lettres
Provincialeson which, with the PensA®©es, his literary fame chiefly rests. A remarkable stylist, he is
regarded by many as the greatest of French prose artists. He died, after a long illness, in 1662.Dr.
A.J. Krailsheimer was born in 1921 and was Tutor in French at Christ Church, Oxford, from 1957
until his retirement in 1988. His publications are Studies in Self-Interest (1963), Rabelais and the
