Crucible converged two schools of thought that Arthur Corwin called Ã¢Â€Âœestablishment

schoolsÃ¢Â€Â• and Ã¢Â€Âœexperimental colleges.Ã¢Â€Â• The former was associated to Mexican

American history while the latter was linked to Chicano studies. Following Ã¢Â€ÂœLa Raza

appraisal,Ã¢Â€Â• Vargas briefly covered colonial regional then combined this approach with the

Ã¢Â€Âœestablishment appraisalÃ¢Â€Â• to outlined Mexican American Southwestern history in the

first half of the book. The second half of the book discussed the continued struggle of Mexican

Americans with Anglo Americans in the United States in the twentieth century and the many

underlying themes that brought them into contact such as class, ethnic, economic, and political



differences. Vargas was able to address many of the concerns Corwin discussed in his article and

expanded on the historiography that Gutierrez discussed as Crucible made the Mexican American

struggle significant to general American history. Though I would have liked to see more works used

referencing SanchezÃ¢Â€Â™s Forgotten People, Cynthia RaddingsÃ¢Â€Â™s Wandering Peoples,

or Vicki RuizÃ¢Â€Â™s Cannery Women, Cannery Lives, the work was an excellent survey of

Mexican Americans in the Southwest and the political development of their political, cultural, and

economic identity.
