To some level a person who has a military background will find this book

easier to read than will a non-military type; however, Mr. Linderer goes to wonderful lengths to

understand that his audience may not have a military background Ã¢Â€Â“ it is here where he places

in the most simplest of terms events, acronyms, and other jargon that is common place among the

LRPÃ¢Â€Â™s.Personally, I was quite captivated by the terrific description of the rappelling; the

description was so well written it seemed choreographed for the written pages within. The humor on

pages 154 and 155 stand true to themselves Ã¢Â€Â“ it was good to read of the occasional laughter

amongst the LRPÃ¢Â€Â™s as they confronted garbage on a daily basis. By the time Mr. Linderer

had passed up on the opportunity to become Second Lieutenant Linderer (as opposed to Sergeant)
